On-Going Business 
Landscaping Updates:

· Rock Project: After-action review (Stewarts, commons area)

· Rock was laid professionally by Five Star and looks great.

· Before and after pictures will be emailed to residents to show the quality of work as well as inquiring about whether or not residents would like to order (paid by resident) additional rock for any sparse areas on their property through Five Star.

· Five Star also does mulch if needed.

· Upcoming Work by Roberston’s 

· As the mowing season ends, final mowing will likely be at the end of October.

· Winterizing will begin in November when tree limb and bush trimming will take place along with sprinkler blow-outs.
By-Laws: Update on changes for legislative compliance

· Collections policy has been updated by Altitude Law and an email will be sent to residents for reference and posted on the website. 
Architectural Updates (Architectural Committee):
· Many roof replacements are taking place recently and residents are reminded to submit the architectural form on the website to the committee for approval of shingle color.

· Reminder to residents who have any on-going maintenance issues, garage door painting, deck step repairs, etc., to follow through with these repairs to ensure your property is well maintained as required.
Cracked Neighborhood Granite Sign Update:
· We currently have two quotes at approximately $2700 and $4400, which we will continue to review.

· We are waiting for one additional quote and are also conducting further research with masonry, monument and countertop companies for any additional suggestions on how to proceed.

· We may be able to use excess funds rather than pulling from reserve funds to pay for the repair.
· This could potentially be a three-part project to include foundational work, crack repair, and cosmetic refinishing.
New Business 

Third Quarter Financial Statements:
· Budget is on track, and several line items are actually lower than budgeted (landscaping and utilities/water) due to our wet summer and early fall.
Trash/Recycling-pickup day changed:

· Residents were made aware of the change and most appeared to have their trash cans out on Tuesday.  

· This may be a better day in the long run because many go out of town on Fridays. 
Insurance Policy for HOA - updates, costs, policy vendor:
· Our current insurance agent was able to provide us with new quotes for our HOA policies and only saw a minimal increase in the premium costs per year.  

· Our policies will be held by two companies (as they were in the past), but our current insurance agent will continue to service the policies for us, so no major changes.
· Increase is approximately $677 which is due to general insurance policy premiums going up as well as the umbrella policy premium increasing.
· We will contact the insurance agent to formalize the paperwork and prepare any documents necessary for our signature.
· We will also request a copy of the certificate of insurance so we can update that on the website.
Fiber Optic Work Along Centennial - concerns and preventative steps by HOA:
· The city has begun to marking areas along Centennial Blvd and will be doing work along Centennial Blvd. first and not within the neighborhood at this time.
· The city will notify residents, likely by a door hangtag, as to when the work will move into the neighborhood itself.

· We will provide the city with Robertson’s phone number in the event any sprinkler line is cut or damaged during the project as Robertson’s has offered to come out immediately for repairs should it be needed.
Other Issues – deer incident (window well), holiday lights, annual board meeting prep:
· A deer recently fell into one of the residents’ window wells. The fire department was called to assist with the situation as the deer was of size and kicking.   It’s a good reminder to call authorities in a situation like this as it could be dangerous. The deer broke the window inside the well, and we don’t want anyone to get injured trying to handle situations like this alone.

· Robertsons will continue to assist us with the holiday lights at the entrances of the neighborhood as they always do a nice job.
· We don’t currently have an outdoor holiday/occasion light policy but is something we could develop if needed.

· There was a recent incident with a resident’s dog.  Another resident was walking and the animal chased after them and bit their leg.   

· The situation was handled through authorized authorities.  

· A notice was sent to residents reminding everyone of our policy reminding us that all pets should be on a leash when out in public. 
· The annual, end-of-the-year board meeting will take place on November 19th at 7pm.  Location will be confirmed this week.
· Notifications of the meeting time and location will be mailed to residents along with ballots for any necessary voting.
· The board will meet on November 5th to prepare for the meeting.
· Resident participation in our HOA Board was discussed as there are many areas where assistance could be used.

· Discussion about creating sub-committees or other small project groups could be created to assist with on-going work.

· All residents are welcome and encouraged to participate in any capacity.

· Many hands make light work.

· We will discuss this further at the preparation meeting and perhaps present opportunities where residents can participate in the board’s processes at the annual meeting.
