On-Going Business
Landscaping Updates:
· Landscaping Timeline
· They have done initial aeration and weed spraying and will continue to monitor sprinklers for any issues
· Sprinklers were on this week as a test run to clear lines – not running regularly at this time.

· East side Mon/Wed/Sat |West side Tue/Thus/Sun

· Meters were turned on in April and we may see a bit of an increase in our monthly bill to dry winter.

· Fiber Optic Neighborhood Work-Landscape issues/update
· Did a walk-through of some of the issues that weren’t fixed
· Driveway was sunken down
· Landscaping weed barrier sticking our where rocks were moved.
· Appears they did the minimum amount of repair
· Paint should come off the sidewalks/rocks/driveways eventually.  That process speeds up if we have a cold/hot event (snows, then sun comes out | cold night, then warm day).
· RESIDENTS SHOULD NOT POWER WASH IT OFF as it could damage the cement.

· Most things were cosmetic, but if anything else bigger comes about we will call them to come back and repair it.

· Neighborhood Walkthrough-findings/priorities  
· Sprinkler checks were requested

· Plants in commons areas will need replacing or fill in (fiber-optic issue impacted some)

· We have a dead tree along the fence line

· Asking Roberson’s for a rock quote for some rock filling in common areas – if quote too high, will call previous rock company

· Three garage doors need some maintenance and will send a general reminder to all residents prior to contacting individuals.
· One resident has sprinkler lines that are raising above ground and will have them reburied to present any damage or injury to others. 
· One of the rental properties needs additional work/maintenance (weed fabric wear, retaining wall maintenance. Notice will be sent.

· Sprinkler Concerns/Issues/Water Restrictions
· 10pm-6am is typically when sprinklers have come on

· Will confirm if this falls into city sprinkler parameters for the summer.

· We need to watch for excessive watering where it runs down the curb as city will be monitoring and issue warnings if this happens. 

· HOA Board and Residents need to be attentive to monitoring neighborhood and own yards and report any leak to HOA Board immediately.

· Entrance Sign Granite/Foundation Repair Project
· The foundation has continued to settle on outer edges and crack may continue to increase.

· Lynn D. has done a great deal of work and spent significant time on this project and is willing to continue to lead project.

· He will update quotes and report back to HOA Board

· Once foundation is repaired, then we will repair granite crack

· Pat, BJ and Ted, can assist with meeting with companies as they discuss repairs with some notice.

· Once quote and company is finalized, the HOA Board will vote on moving forward with the repairs.

· Goal is to have project completed by September/October.

· May Garage Sale 

· Resident would like to organize a garage sale for a weekend in May and they are welcome to organize and head it up if they wish.

· Neighborhood Meet and Greet – Schedule

· Resident would like to share historical information about our neighborhood at the Meet and Greet, which would be fine.

· We will look at scheduling this for an evening in June.
· Neighborhood Barbeque – Schedule

· BJ to contact previous hosts to confirm a date in Early August
· Will finalize the “welcome” letter to have ready for new residents when they move in.

· The topic of a neighborhood contact booklet was discussed and decided we will create a google doc questionnaire to allow residents to opt in or opt out and designate what personal information they wish to have or not have included.
